      Dogs,  (during designated show time only). (This rule will be strictly enforced.)  No generators allowed.
4.   No alcoholic beverages to be consumed on grounds or in buildings at any time.
5.   No youth under 14 will be allowed to stay in barn, trucks, trailers, campers or tents unless accompanied  
by a parent or legal guardian.

6.   No bicycles, golf carts/ATV/Recreational Vehicles allowed on the grounds for use by Exhibitors. Special consideration for disabled needs can be requested at the fair office. No motorized scooters, skateboards or in-line skates allowed on the grounds. No campfires allowed. Fire lanes around the campsites must be clear at all times.
