RESOLUTION RECOMMENDING AN APPROPRIATION TO BE USED FOR  

PHASE II OF THE GREENING MID-MICHIGAN PROJECT 
 

WHEREAS, the Tri-County Regional Planning Commission is currently partnering with Michigan Natural 
Features Inventory to complete the Greening Mid-Michigan Project (GMMP) to provide detailed maps and 
information about natural resources and green infrastructure throughout the tri-county area that was 
previously unavailable; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Ingham County Parks Department is a partner in the Greening Mid-Michigan Project 
Steering Committee which was created to identify priorities, seek funding, and create networking 
opportunities for this project; and 
 
WHEREAS, the GMMP includes three phases of work, including a Potential Conservation Area plan, 
comprehensive natural resource identification, and a green infrastructure mapping and public 
engagement component for Ingham, Eaton, and Clinton Counties; and 
 
WHEREAS, the First Phase, the Potential Conservation Area plan, mapped and defined those places in 
the landscape dominated by native vegetation that have potential for harboring high quality natural areas; 
and 
 
WHEREAS, the Second Phase will involve the creation of additional parcel and specie-specific data 
collection for each county which will be housed by the Michigan Natural Features Inventory (MNFI), which 
will create general GIS layers of high priority areas for public use; and 
 
WHEREAS, Phase Three involves an intense public engagement component with data disseminated to, 
and input gathered from, a wide group of agencies to be utilized as a development tool to supplement 
park and recreation, land preservation, and transportation plans and to further the development of a 
shared vision for growth, development, tourism, and conservation; and  
 
WHEREAS, funding for Phase One was secured through the Michigan Department of Transportation in 
the amount of $24,000 through the Tri-County Regional Planning Commission and Phase Three is 
entirely funded at this time by a $35,000 People and Land (PAL) grant through Leap, Inc., a group of 
regional public and private economic development leaders; and 
 
WHEREAS, $17,045 is needed for the completion of Phase Two, partial monies have been secured 
through a Battle Creek Watershed 319 Grant and the Greater Lansing Regional Committee for 
Stormwater Management for a total of $3,500, a $4,000 appropriation from the Eaton County Parks 
Department, and a $4,000 commitment from the Ingham County Agricultural Preservation Board; and  
 
WHEREAS, completion of the Greening Mid-Michigan Project will provide a regional framework for 
priority land conservation that can help guide the growth of the Ingham County Parks and other Mid-
Michigan park systems; and 
 
WHEREAS, the GMMP will identify priority conservation corridors that will guide future planning for the 
Heart of Michigan Trails Partnership; and  
 
WHEREAS, Ingham County Parks staff have identified funds within the existing 2009 Parks Department 
budget to support a line item budget transfer of an amount not to exceed $8,000 from the 508 Enterprise 
Fund. 
  
BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Parks & Recreation Commission supports the 
Michigan Natural Features Inventory funding by requesting a line item budget transfer of up to $8,000 
within the 2009 Parks Department Budget to support Phase II of the Greening Mid-Michigan Project.

Discussion took place regarding the new design provided by Tim Soule.  The new plan 
utilizes only the open space between the playground and woodlot, not venturing into the 
woodlot, avoiding the higher used areas of the park as well as the water, parking and 
playground area. 
 
The new design incorporates use of 4 X 4’s for tees and goals instead of concrete pads 
and actual baskets.  These will easily removed in areas affected by overflow parking 
during special events at the park.  The course has been re-designed to include only 9 
“holes” starting at the rear of the park, near the maintenance building, then proceeding 
towards the shelter and back to the starting point.  While a couple of the holes will 
require final layout once spring hits, the Task Force group was satisfied with the layout 
and supported its construction. 
 
Tim Soule agreed to contact the Mason High School to see if they would like to be 
involved in promoting the use by their students.  Tim also committed to contacting the 
cross country team to coordinate the final layout with their course during the cross 
country season. 
 
The Rayner Park Disc Golf Task Force recommends to the Ingham County Parks 
Commission to proceed with the construction of the 9 hole course as currently designed, 
utilizing 4 X 4’s (or similar material) for tees and goals.  Understanding that this 9 hole 
layout is considered a recreational course, one used to allow new users the opportunity to 
experience the sport, provide for an additional activity for reservation holders at the 
shelter at Rayner Park and not interfere with existing park activities or the woodlot within 
Rayner Park.

 THIS LICENSE LEASE AGREEMENT, made this _____day of _____, 20089, by and 
between the CITY OF LANSING, a Michigan municipal corporation, 124 West Michigan 
Avenue, Lansing, Michigan 48933 (hereinafter, “Licensor Lessor”), and the COUNTY OF 
INGHAM, a municipal corporation and political subdivision of the State of Michigan, acting on 
behalf of the INGHAM COUNTY PARKS DEPARTMENT, 121 East Maple Street, Suite 102, 
Mason, Michigan 48854 (hereinafter, “Licensee Lessee”) as follows: 
 
 RECITALS: 
 
 WHEREAS, the parties had a License Bbetween the City of Lansing and the County of Ingham 
dated September 1, 2002, for the operation of recreational cross-county ski trails within Scott 
Woods Park;, which expired on September 1, 2007 and, 

 
 WHEREAS, the City of Lansing and the County of lngham have identified a joint interest in 
establishing a dog park, trails, and park amenities within Scott Woods Park, and portions of the 
River Trail, contiguous to Hawk Island County Park; and, 
 

WHEREAS, The City Council has authorized the operation of a dog park pursuant to 
Lansing City Ordinance 656.02 and Resolution ______ [#] ______ of ______ [year] ______, 
after having been designated by the City Director of Parks and Recreation and reviewed by the 
City Parks Board. 
 

WHEREAS, the City of Lansing and the County of lngham both desire to expand 
recreational opportunities for residents at Scott Woods Park and portions of the River Trail, 
including the designated dog park; and, 
 

WHEREAS, the proximity of Scott Woods Park and portions of the River Trail to Hawk 
Island County Park with its maintenance personnel, law enforcement personnel, and equipment 
resources would allow the lngham County Parks Department to operate, patrol, and maintain 
Scott Woods Park in the most cost efficient manner; and, 
 

WHEREAS, the parties have agreed this License Lease Agreement will accomplish the 
goals of the parties. 
 

 NOW THEREFORE, Licensor Lessor, in consideration of the following covenants 
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and agreements herein specified, does hereby grant a license permitting Licensee lease to the 
Lessee operate and maintain the premises or the parkland of Scott Woods Park and portions of 
the River Trail, situated and being in the City of Lansing, County of Ingham, State of Michigan, 
and more particularly described on the attached Exhibit A (and hereinafter referred to as the 
“Premises” or the “Park”), to be used solely for the purpose of operating a dog park, a trailway, 
and public park purposes. All activities of the Licensee Lessee shall be consistent with the 
public park purpose.  
 
The property subject to this License Lease Agreement shall at all times remain the property of 
the City of Lansing. 
 

Licensee Lessee shall be entitled to use the Premises described as against all other 
persons except Licensor Lessor and Licensor’s Lessor�s designated tenant(s). Lessor 
expressly retains possession title to the Premises but grants the Licensee Lessee use of the 
Premises subject to the following terms and conditions: 
 

1. TERM AND HOLDING OVER. The term of this License Lease Agreement shall 
commence on the date of its execution and end four (4) years from the date of execution of this 
License Lease Agreement and shall be subject to renewal for additional terms, each additional 
term not to exceed four (4) years. Any such renewal shall be in writing executed prior to 
expiration of the current term by the duly authorized representative of each party. 

 
If the Lessee remains in possession of the Premises after the expiration or termination of 

the initial term or any extended term of this Lease and without signing a new Lease Agreement 
or an amendment extending the term of this Lease Agreement, such holding over by the Lessee 
shall constitute a tenancy from month to month. Such month to month tenancy may be 
terminated by either the Lessor or the Lessee upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the 
other party. During such hold over period this Lease Agreement shall continue at the same 
rental rate and upon the same conditions, except as to term, as was in effect at the time of 
expiration of this Lease Agreement’s term or any extension thereof.  

 
2. RENT. It is expressly understood and agreed that the consideration for this Lease 

Agreement shall be rental of ONE AND NO/100 DOLLARS ($1.00) to be paid by Lessee to the 
Lessor annually plus the benefit and savings to the Lessor and the residents of the City of 
Lansing and Ingham County occurring from the Lessee’s assumption of responsibility for the 
operation and maintenance of the Premises as park land open to the general public.  
 

3. IMPROVEMENTS AND/OR ALTERATIONS. Licensee Lessee may make any and all 
necessary improvements and alterations as needed to operate and maintain the Premises 
consistent with the grant herein terms of this Lease Agreement and subject to prior approval by 
the Lessor’s Director of Parks and Recreation and the Lessee’s Parks and Recreation 
Commission for both the Licensee and Licensor. All alterations and improvements when made 
shall become part of the Premises and the property of the Lessor covered by the terms of this 
Lease Agreement.  
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4. FEES.  The Licensee Lessee may charge a fee for entry to the Soldan Dog Park with a 

portion of the fee to be used for maintenance or improvements to the Premises. The Licensee 
Lessee may also charge a fee for parking. Non-parking fees are subject to prior written approval 
of the City Lessor’s Director of Parks and Recreation. Parking fees are not subject to the 
approval of the City Lessor. 
 

5. RESPONSIBILITY FOR COSTS. All costs of the Scott Woods Park improvements, 
alterations, operation and maintenance, including tree trimming, with the exception of the 
maintenance costs of the overflow storm drain located in the pond, shall be the sole 
responsibility of the Licensee Lessee. Lessor shall remain responsible for all costs for 
maintenance of the overflow storm drain located in the Premises’ pond.  
 

 6.  POLICE. lngham County Parks Police or any other police agency having jurisdiction 
over the Premises may patrol the area Premises at any time. 
 

7. TIME OF OPERATION. Licensee Lessee may determine the hours of operation and 
publicize such hours in advertisements and signs, subject to the prior written approval of the 
Lansing Lessor’s Director of Parks and Recreation and conformance with Lansing City 
Ordinances. 
 

8. MAINTENANCE. Licensee Lessee shall be responsible for maintenance of the 
Premises. Lessor shall be responsible for maintenance of the overflow storm drain located in the 
Premises’ pond.  
 

7. RETURN OF THE PREMISES. Upon termination, abandonment, or discontinuance of 
this License Agreement, Licensee shall return the Premises to its prior condition within thirty 
(30) days, with the exception of any approved improvements to the Premises which shall 
become the property of the Licensor. If Licensee fails to return the Premises to a satisfactory 
condition after thirty (30) days, Licensor may perform the work and Licensee shall be 
responsible and reimburse the Licensor for the cost thereof within thirty (30) days of receiving 
an invoice from the Licensor.  

 
9. RETURN OF THE PREMISES. Upon termination, abandonment, or discontinuance of 

this Lease Agreement the Lessee shall return the Premises, along with all alterations and 
improvements made pursuant to section 3 of this Lease Agreement to the Lessor within thirty 
(30) days of Lessee’s receipt of written notice from Lessor requiring the Premises return. It is 
expressly understood and agreed that the Lessor shall accept the return of the Premises in their 
AS IS condition at the time the Lessor requires the return of the Premises. The Lessee’s 
responsibilities for maintenance, operation and repairs of the Premises shall cease upon the 
date the Premises are returned to the Lessor. 
 

10. SIGNS AND PUBLISHED MATERIAL. Lessee Lessee will have the right to erect 
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reasonable signs provided it adheres to all local and state laws, rules, regulations, and codes. 
The name of the Park or any portion thereof may not be changed without prior approval of the 
City Lessor. Any sign or published material should recognize that Scott Woods Park (Soldan 
Dog Park) is a City of Lansing owned park leased to and managed by lngham County. 
 

RANCE AND LIABILITY. 

A. Licensee Lessee during the duration of this License Lease Agreement shall 
maintain liability insurance in the form of a self insurance program through the 
Michigan Municipal Risk Management Authority (MMRMA), which covers such 
liability as Licensee Lessee may incur during maintenance and operation of the 
Premises. 

B. Lessor shall be responsible for maintaining its own insurance covering liability it may 
incur arising from the activities of its officers, employees and agents or from its 
ownership of the Premises.  

C. Lessor shall obtain and maintain adequate insurance covering damage to the Premises 
caused by fire, acts of God including but not limited to wind or flooding or by 
vandalism.  

D.  All liability to third parties, loss or damage as a result of claims, demands, costs, or 
judgments arising out of activities to be carried out by the Licensee Lessee in the 
performance of this License Lease Agreement shall be the responsibility of the 
Licensee Lessee, and not the responsibility of the Licensor Lessor, if the liability, 
loss, or damage is caused by, or arises out of, the action or failure to act on the 
part of the Licensee, any subcontractor, anyone directly or indirectly employed by 
the Licensee, Lessee, or any appointed or elected officer, employee, or agent of 
Licensee Lessee provided that nothing herein shall be construed as a waiver of 
any governmental immunity that has been provided to the Licensee Lessee or its 
officers, employees, or agents by statute or court decisions. 

 
E. All liability to third parties, loss or damage as a result of claims, demands, costs or  

judgements arising out of activities to be carried out by the Licensor Lessor in the 
performance of this License Lease Agreement shall be the responsibility of the 
Licensor Lessor, and not the responsibility of the Licensee Lessee, if the liability, 
loss, or damage is caused by, or arises out of, the action or failure to act on the 
part of any Licensor Lessor, or any elected or appointed officer, employee or agent 
of Lessor, provided that nothing herein shall be construed as a waiver of any 
governmental immunity by the Licensor Lessor or its officers, employees, or 
agents as provided by statute or court decisions.  

 
F. In  the  event  that  liability  to  third  parties,  loss,  or damage arises as a result of  
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  activities conducted jointly by the Licensee Lessee and the Licensor Lessor in 
fulfillment of their responsibilities under this License Lease Agreement, such 
liability, loss, or damage shall be borne by the Licensee Lessee and the Licensor 
Lessor in relation to each party�s responsibilities under these joint activities, 
provided that nothing herein shall be construed as a waiver of any governmental 
immunity by the Licensee Lessee, the Licensor Lessor or their officers, 
employees, or agents, respectively, as provided by statute or court decisions. 

 
12. TERMINATION OF LICENSE LEASE AGREEMENT. The parties understand that the 
Premises are owned by the City of Lansing Lessor as part of the public right-of-way or parkland. 
The Licensor Lessor and Licensee Lessee retain the right at their respective sole and 
unreviewable discretion to cancel this License Lease Agreement upon thirty (30) days written 
notice to the other. In the event this Licensee Lease Agreement is canceled any improvement or 
alterations built or placed on the Premises shall remain the sole property of the Licensor Lessor.  
 

13. NONDISCRIMINATION. The Licensee Lessee agrees that during its use of the 
Premises, it will not exclude anyone from participation in any of its events or deny anyone the 
benefits of its use or otherwise subject anyone to discrimination because of the person�s race, 
religion, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity, age, color, national origin, disability, height, 
weight, or marital status. 
 

14. APPLICABLE LAW/COMPLIANCE WITH THE LAW. This License Lease 
Agreement shall be construed under and in accordance with the laws of the State of Michigan 
and all obligations of the parties created hereunder are to be performed in Ingham County, State 
of Michigan. Lessee agrees to comply with all federal, state and local laws. Licensee Lessee will 
comply with the terms of any grant to which the Premises is subject. 
 
15. COMPLIANCE WITH INGHAM COUNTY�S PARKS AND 
RECREATIONDEPARTMENT�S RULES AND REGULATIONS. Licensor Lessor allows the 
Licensee  Lessee to implement and enforce all of the rules and regulations of the lngham 
County Parks Department to the extent they are not inconsistent with City of Lansing 
Ordinances.  
 

16. COMPLETE AGREEMENT. This License Lease Agreement constitutes the sole and 
only agreement of the parties, and supersedes any prior understanding or written or oral 
agreement between the parties respecting the within subject matter. 
 

17. AMENDMENTS. No amendment, modification or alteration of the terms contained in 
the License this Lease Agreement shall be binding unless the same are in writing, dated 
subsequent to the dates hereof, and duly executed by the authorized representatives of the 
parties to this License Lease Agreement. 
 
18. WAIVERS. No waiver by the parties of any default or breach of any term, condition or 
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covenant of this License Lease Agreement shall be deemed to be a waiver of any other breach 
of the same or any other term, conditions or covenant.  
 

19. NOTICE OF DAMAGE OR LOSS TO PREMISES. NOTICE OF DAMAGE OR LOSS 
TO PREMISES. Licensor shall not be responsible or liable to the Licensee, or anyone else for 
any fire, theft, damage, or loss that may be occasioned by and/or through the acts or omission 
of Licensor, its employees, agents, officers, or any other person; or any heirs, representatives, 
agents, or assigns.  Licensee Lessee shall give immediate notice to the Licensor Lessor of any 
fire, theft, damage, or accident on the Premises of which it becomes aware.  

 
20. ACCEPTANCE OF PREMISES. Licensee Lessee has inspected the Premises and 

accepts the Premises “as is” and “where-is” and no warranties or representation regarding the 
condition or quality of the Premises, or its suitability for Licensee’s Lessee�s proposed use, 
have been made by the Licensor Lessor.  

 
21.  ASSIGNMENTS; REVOKING LICENSE AGREEMENT. The parties acknowledge 

this is a License Agreement, and as such is not assignable without prior written consent from 
Licensee and Licensor. The parties also acknowledge that this License Agreement is revocable 
by Licensee or Licensor for any reason upon a thirty (30) days written notice from Licensee to 
Licensor or Licensor to Licensee. 

 
21. ASSIGNMENTS. This Lease Agreement may not be assigned by either the Lessor or 

Lessee to a third party without the prior written mutual consent of both parties executed by their 
authorized representatives.  

 
22. BINDING EFFECT OF LEASE AGREEMENT. This License Lease Agreement shall 

be binding upon, and the benefits shall inure to, the successors, representatives, and assigns of 
the parties. 
 

23. TIME BEING OF THE ESSENCE. Time is of the essence in all the provisions of this 
License Lease Agreement. 
 

24. CONSTRUCTION. This License Lease Agreement shall be construed to have been 
drafted by both parties to this Agreement. 
 

25. DISREGARDING SECTION TITLES. The titles of the sections set forth in this 
License Lease Agreement are inserted for the convenience of reference only and shall be 
disregarded when construing or interpreting any of the provisions of this Lease Agreement. 
 

26. INVALID PROVISIONS. If any section, clause or provision of this License Lease 
Agreement is rendered invalid, or unenforceable because of any State or Federal statute or 
regulation or ruling by any tribunal of competent jurisdiction, that section, clause or provision 
shall be null and void and to be considered deleted, and the remainder of this License Lease 
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Agreement shall not be affected thereby. Where the deletion of the unenforceable or invalid 
section, clause or provision would result in the illegality and/or unenforceability of this License 
Lease Agreement, this License Lease Agreement shall be considered to have terminated as of 
the date in which the provision was declared invalid or unenforceable.  
 
27. NOTICES. All notices under this Lease Agreement shall be in writing and be sent by 
certified mail addressed to the respective party at the address indicated below or at such other 
address as the parties shall designate in writing. A change in address may be effected by a 
certified letter sent by either party to the other.
