Suggestions for Reuse

1. Apply for Brownfield money to help with the cleanup.

2. Create some sort of “green space” use that would be compatible to the
surrounding area (adjacent to the river, boat landing, river trail, Crego Park area
wetlands, Potter Park, etc.). These areas are visited daily by hundreds of
“Lansingites,” visitors from around our great state, and play a huge positive role
in our environment and learning ability.

3. Input from the neighborhoods as to what they might like to see developed.

4. Form a working committee to build a strong positive communication link and
begin looking into viable uses for this site.

I hope 1 have provided you with some helpful suggestions and would be very interested
in continuing this conversation with you and your staff. The ENO and other eastside
neighborhood leaders are looking forward to future communications regarding this topic.

LANSING — Potter Park
Zoo officials were thrilled to
participate recently with sev-
en other zoological institu-
tions in an effort to preserve
the endangered Puerto Rican
Crested Toad through a rein-

" troduction program.

Through the efforts of Pot-
ter Park Zoo and the other in-
stitutions, more than 12,700
tadpoles were successfully re-
leased on May 14, in Gabia,
Puerto Rico, where tadpoles
from previous releases are
now thriving. .

This event marks the zoo’s
first successful breeding of
the toads.

“We are very excited to be
able to be apart of a preserva-
tion project that helps restore
endangered animal popula-
tions by placing zoo-born ani-
mals back into the wild,” said
Dr. Tara Harrison, the zoo’s
veterinarian and animal cura-
tor.

“This would have not been
possible without - the hard
work by our zoo staff.”

The Puerto Rican Crested
Toad is the only native spe-
cies of toad in Puerto Rico
and cannot be found any-
where else in the wild.

In Puerto Rico, toad-popu-
lations were once divided into
two distinct populations; one

in the north and one in the

- south. Unfortunately, north-

ern toads have not been seen
in the wild since 1988.

Habitat loss and species
infroduction are major causes
for the declines in popula-
tions. _

The breeding of the Potter
Park Zoo Puerto Rican Crest-
ed Toads was recommended
by the Association of Zoos
& Aquariums’ Species Sur-
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vival Plan (SSP), a coopera-
tivesmanagement program in
which the zoo participates.
Potter Park Zoo is located
at 1301 S. Pennsylvania Ave.,
within Potter Park along the
Red Cedar River in Lansing. -
The zoo is open daily year
round; summer hours are 9
am. to 6’ p.m. For more infor-
